Alcohol & Marijuana Sanctions

Below are the minimum sanctions for both alcohol and marijuana policy violations for
behavior that occurs on or off campus. These sanctions are progressive and cumulative.

First Violation

e  Extended Disciplinary probation for one calendar year (or remainder of career): $175 fine Second Violation

e Individual Assessment: $45 fee

e  Forfeiture of right to move off campus for an additional year

Third Violation

Or first violation of possession of 30 or more grams of marijuana or sharing/furnishing/ Fourth Violation
distributing alcohol, drugs, or possession/use of drugs other than marijuana will not follow

these minimum sanctions
e Suspension for one calendar year: $300 fine
e  Removal from housing

e  Proof of treatment from an off campus licensed drug or alcohol treatment facility

Students should notify the Office of Student Support and Community Standards 24 hours before the hearing or meeting if
they choose to not attend. Participation in the disciplinary process is not mandatory, but is essential for the hearing officer
to have a full understanding of the situation. If you do not attend, a decision will be made in your absence.

For each violation, a letter will be mailed to a Parent/Guardian unless the student is over the age of 21 or financially
independent.
